Primary Objectives The Team Manager will undertake organisational duties which support 
the Head Coach to deliver a high quality program, be responsible for 
team adherence to NA and NNT policies and procedures, and maintain 
program deadlines. 
 

Position Capabilities The position requires a high level of: 

• Demonstrated experience working as part of a team to achieve 
the Head Coach objectives 

• High degree of planning and organisational skills  

• The ability to react to short term problems and opportunities 

• Interpersonal, engagement and communication capabilities 

• Flexibility, adaptability and resilience 
 

Position Location The Team Manager must be located within the NT and be based in 
Alice Springs, Darwin or Palmerston regions. 
 

Salary, Tenure and 
Program 
Commitment 

The NNT 17U & 19U NNC Team Managers are volunteer positions and 
will be appointed for a period of six (6) months.  The program will 
commence in November 2024 and end in April 2025. 
 
An honorarium will be provided in May 2025 upon completion of all 
the Team Manager duties.   
 
The working hours will vary depending on the program schedule.  It is 
anticipated that most working hours will be out of hours and may 
include early morning, late afternoon, and/or weekend sessions.

Program • Liaise with the Coaches, Physios & NNT Pathway Manager in 
relation to athlete issues 

• Adhere to all NA & NNT policies and procedures 

• Confidential information, records and/or database 
management 

• Effective management of program deadlines and budget  

• Uniform and equipment management 

• Attend and organise athlete aspects for the following events: 
o Selections (Phase 1 Darwin: 15-17 Nov 24, Phase 1 

Alice Springs: 22-24 Nov 24, Phase 2 7-9 Feb 25)  
o Training sessions in their region/city  
o Training camps (TBC mid-late Mar 2025)  
o National Netball Championships (April 2025)  

 

Trainings • Responsible for all NNT equipment, including ice supply 

• Assist the Head Coach as needed at all team meetings, training 
sessions and team functions 

• Assist all 17U and 19U athletes in the region 

• Minimum 2-3 training sessions per week: 
o Darwin – Wednesday evenings, Sunday mornings, 

possible third session TBC per group feedback 
o Alice Springs – Wednesday evenings, Sunday mornings,
